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The weather during June

The most notable feature of the weather during the month was the low rainfall, Host
places had leas than 30% of normal Jume rainfall and in some parts of Leinster the percentage
of normal rainfall was only 10% - 158, Birr had its driest June for over 100 years and in

many midland, eastern and southern areas the May/June period this year was the driest recorded.

In many areas of the midlands and easit, there was little or no rain in the period
May 14 — June 15 and in some parts of those areas it was almost completely dry from May 14 -
June 30,, During the greater part of June, long @eriods ¢f bright sunshine and high
daytime temperatures gave rise to high rates of evapoiranspiration so that the combination
of low rainfall and good drying led to serious depletion of s0il meisiure, By the end of
the month, soil moisture deficits were over 100mm in many aress; in northwestern districts,
where there were appreciable falls of rain in the period 14th - 18%th, deficits were not quite
so high but were still greater than have been experienced there for many years, Because of the

dry soil, growth was poor and there were many reports of slow progress in almest all crops,

While afternoon air femperatures rose to above-normal levels during most ef the month, clear

skies and light winda led o low nmightiime air temperatures; overall mean air temperatures were
0.19¢ (Malin Head) o 0,9°C (Shannon Airport) above nermal Jume values in most places but at

some coastal stations they were slightly below normal, At Birr, 2 minimue air temperature of
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~0,3%C on ist was the loweat June air temperature for over a century, Sharp ground frosi ocecurred

in many inland places during the first few nights of the morth and in a few places as late

as 30th,
