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The Weather in June

From st to 8th amounts of rain were small, The period Tst %o 4th was cool and sharp ground frost was
reported in some areas on 2nd. From 5th to 8th it was wart., One of the wettest spells of the month occurred
between 9th and 11th and this was Ffollowed by mainly dry and warm counditions from 12th to i5tk, On 16th and
17th outbreaks of thundery rain in many areas brought about a drop in temperatures. 4 cool spell occurred
between 18th and 20th, On 19th paximum air temperatures were only 12 € in many areas, The rest of the month
was warm with temperatures rising steadily. O 29%h we experienced the hottest Jume day this century with
maxinum air temperatures between 31 € and 32 C at Shannon Airport, at Birr and at Kilkemny, Between 21st and
25th some active rainbelts affected the Weat but the Bast escaped quite lightly, From 26tk to 20th it was
dry and sunny everywhere and for the first time ian June winds tended to be from the Continent and not from
the Atlantic,

Monthly Rainfail was about 80% of normal in the West and aboub 504 of normal in the East, Extreme values

were 138% of normal at Cahirciveen and 32% of norma] zt Rosslare, Seil moisture deficits continued to be
nil or small in the Northwest, the West and in the sowthwest during June, Elsewhere they rose from 1 inch
at the beginning of the month o 2% to 3 inches at the end,

Hean HMonithly Air Temperatures were generally 1.200 to 2.300 above normal. However near south and west—Lacing
cozsts temperatures were only & litile above normal due o & predominance of winds from the Atlantic

during the month, In the Dublin Area the June air temperature was the highest for over one hundred years,
Ground frost was reporied on 2nd and on 10th from a few stations,

Sunshine, Amounts ranged from 20% to 105% of normal in most areas, Belmullet had only 76% of normal
sunshine while Dublin recorded 111% of normel. Four inch soil iemperatures were above their average values,
due entirely to the hot and sunny corditions during the final week,

Conditions snitable for the spread of potate blight affected all areas in June. Humid southerlies and
southwesterlies gave much more than the usual number of blight hours in Ulster, Conraught, in coastal
districts of Munster and in the south Wexford area, Elsewhere the June total of blight hours was below
average,
