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The Weether of May

A northeasterly or light verisble sirflow over Irelend up te 3rd geve dry weather everywhere. Some rain occurred
in southern eress on 4th as a depression southwest of Irelend moved away towerds France. Subsequently a ridge
of high pressure developad southwards from the Icelsndic region, and dominated the westher conditions untii 14th
as its contre drifted over Scotlend, jreland and the North Sea. The associebted weather was dry and sunny,
although some cloudy spells also occurred. Winds were light verieble and ground frest occurred on some nights.

Rs the high receded into Scendinavia @ wesk cold front, which crossed the country on 14th, gave a little rain in
places. Festern arees were affected by it to soms extent up to 17th. Western ereas were influenced by a
ridge of high pressurs, which extended to ell aress by 18th. For most of the country howsver the period wes
dry and there wes ground frost on most nighis. Some rein from enother front on 19th became e little more
persistent in esstern areas and & north to northwest airflow prevailed to 22nd. Freshening northerly winds on
22nd were sssocleted with a despening depression over Englend giving more extensive rain particulerly in eestern
aress. Further outbreeks of rain occurred on 25th from a frontal trough which moved in from the North
Atlantic. A northerly airflow set in on 26th but again high pressure dominated to 29th end there was sharp
ground frost st night where skies were cleer. More active troughs begen to resch western and southwastern
aress on 30th, and gave increesed relnfell emounts over the following day and freshening southerly winds.

Monthly Amounts of Preclpitationwere well below normal everywherse. Valuas varied from 257 of normal et

Mullingar to 597 st Dublin Airport and Belmulist. Wettest deys were 3rd,14th,19th,22nd,25th,end 3ist. The

spell From 19th/20th April to May 1Bth/21st was classed es being very dry, perticularly in the midlend eress. The
mean rainfell for many stations in these midlend ereas for & thirty dey pericd ending May 19th did not exceed émm.
Svil moisture deficits exceedsd 70mm. et e number of measuring sietions.

MeanMonthivAirTemperature was balow normal everywhere, verying from 0.4C° below st Bublin Rirport and Roches
Paint, to 1.2C° below ot Casement. Air Frost occurred infrequently, except in parts of the midlands. Ground
frost was widespread on several nights, and was sharp to severe in some midlend aress on & few nights. Oegree
doys, threshold 10.0°C, were balow average for most stations, varying from 61% st Malin Heed to 100% at Roches
Point end Clones. Soll temperatures (100mm) were 1.5 to 3 sbove average up to 15th end were neer average
subsaquentiy, For the month as 8 whole soil temperatures varied from 2,10 above normesl st Malin Head to 0.4C
gt Shannen firport end Roches Polnt.

Potato Blight and the Weather
(Continued from April)

Forecasts of the occurrence of weather favourable to the spread of potato blight are made using
the weather maps. The procedure involves relating the onset of blight weather periods to the
type of meteorelogical situation which gives rise to blight. In general these situations are
relatively few and easily recognised. Examples of typical situations include a moist and
usually southerly airflow of tropical origin, which affects southern and western areas most, and
stagnant or slow-moving depressions giving Tengthy spells of showery or wet overcast weather.

Warnings of weather expected to be conducive to the spread of potato blight are issued as
appropriate by the Meteorological Service. These are broadcast on the day of jssue on RTE
Radio I in its 1.30 p.m. and 6.30 p.m. news bulletins as well as the 'live' weather

forecasts at night time on television. They are also included as appropriate in the recorded
telephone weather services.

Blight warnings are usually issued sufficiently far in advance of a major blight spell for the
grower to have the opportunity of spraying. As biight sprays generally protect crops for up to
two weeks or more, it has been the practice not to issue warnings more frequently than this. If
a major spell of blight weather is imminent however, discretion is used and the interval between
warnings may be reduced below the two weeks. In the absence of periods of heavy rain the interval
between warnings may be increased beyond the two weeks.

A year of Tow incidence occurs when only one or two spells of blight weather are recorded after
the appearance of blight. An epidemic year is characterised by two or three spells close

together, with less than 14 days Separation. Potato inspectors of the Dept..of Agriculture
regularly return blight progress reports so that the blight levels in the field are also monitored,

Accummulations of effective blight hours are
monitored during the growing season, May to
September, each year. The figure over shows the
average (1957-1981) seasonal accumulations, recorded
in Ireland, These totals vary from a maximum in
southern coastal areas, high values in the west
and northwest, to a minimum over much of the south
midlands. It is clear that a reiiable warning
system has much to offer growers and product
distributors on a regional basis in terms of
rconomies to be achieved from adequate protection
vhile eliminating unnecessary waste.
