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Minister Martin today announced additional support to the National Gallery of Ireland in the 

context of ensuring business stability and an ongoing service to the public and the National 

Collections against the ongoing impact of COVID-19.

The Gallery has secured a unique opportunity to collaborate with the 

Kunstmuseum in The Hague which holds the largest collection of Mondrian work. This 

exhibition will display works from all periods of Mondrian’s fascinating career. They will be 

complemented by paintings and decorative arts by De Stijl artists such as Theo van Doesburg 

and Bart van der Leck. Advanced booking is required. 

Throughout 2020, the Gallery has continued to offer innovative and accessible programming 

via education resources and digital initiatives such as virtual tours. This support will also 

allow the Gallery to continue its important outreach in the coming weeks and months. 

Minister Martin said,  

"I am pleased to be able to offer further support to the National Gallery of Ireland, along with 

other National Cultural Institutions, in order to somewhat mitigate against the impact of 

COVID-19 on this particular sector, while ensuring, as best we can, the safety of staff and 

visitors."
